Park
the motorcycle on a hard, level surface; turn off the ignition and allow the engine to cool.

Re-install the two
screws from step 3 with a small amount of anti-seize. Leave the screws finger tight for now.

STEP 5 |Insert the pivot shaft into the pivot hole in the Handlebar Clamp.

STEP 6 Asshown in PIC 1, slide the split lock washer over the threaded portion of the shaft. Place a small
amount of anti-seize on the threaded portion of the Drink Holder and secure with the Thumb Nut.

STEP 7  Once you have the Drink Holder in the desired position, ensure that it will not interfere with
the proper operation of the motorcycle.

WARNING! ENSURE THAT THERE IS CLEARANCE AT ALL POINTS WHEN THE HANDLEBARS ARE
