STEP 4 To remove, install or replace the flag; turn the Top Tip
marked as "A" in PIC.1 counter clockwise until it threads off of the
Rod/Pole. When finished, reinstall and tighten the Top Tip snugly.

POINT OF ADJUSTMENT

You can adjust the angle of the Flag Holder by pulling outward on
the main Mount Clamp and Rod/Pole assembly and rotating to
the desired angle. See PIC.2. When the desired angle is achieved,
make sure the Mount Clamp and
Rod/Pole assembly is securely
seated back into the interlock
notches.
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
