WARNING!  The Adjustable Lockable Offsets must be used with Kuryakyn model-specific 
splined adapters (sold separately), and are not compatible with any other footpeg mounts. 
FAILURE TO HEED THIS WARNING MAY CAUSE SERIOUS INJURIES OR DEATH!

Note	 If you are using a cogged mount with dual Allen fasteners, the footpeg may not 
fully retract in the upward position.

Procedure
STEP 1	 Remove the stock footpegs. Install the correct model-specific splined footpeg 
adapter, sold separately. Refer to the installation instructions included with the splined 
adapters for specific steps. Use the stock hardware to secure the splined adapters. See PIC.1.

The offsets can be used to reposition any male-mount footpegs; either 
passenger pegs or highway pegs. This installation requires model-specific 
Kuryakyn splined adapters, sold separately. Please order the correct 
adapter (PN 8813, 8814, 8817, 8819) for your specific application before 
attempting to install the offsets.

INSTALLATION

STEP 2	 Loosely assemble the Highway Peg components, using PIC.2 as a guide. Install the left and 
right side assemblies onto the splined adapters. 
 
STEP 3	 Adjust the position of the offset arm on the splined 
adapter then secure the fastener.

STEP 4	 Adjust the position of the footpeg and the clevis. Remove 
the footpeg and adjust the clevis to the desired position; secure 
with the clevis fastener. Reinstall the footpeg and secure with the 
footpeg fastener. See PIC.3.

Note	 Position the Spitfire Clevis so the peg mount stop is on 
the topside, regardless of which side the clevis is installed on the 
bike.  (See PIC.4)

STEP 5	 Verify the position of the footpegs for comfort. Verify all 
fasteners are secure.

STEP 6	 Install the Hot Spots. Install the 5/16” Hot Spots over the 
footpeg fastener heads; install the 3/8” Hot Spots over the clevis-to-footpeg fastener.
